My thoughts on Bill Sabo is just this: In the beginning Bill was the "fabric" that held SHOK PARIS together.  That was pretty much HIS name for the band. He was always good for a laugh and knew how to have a good time.  He was "ROCK" solid as a drummer and even more so as a person.  You knew exactly what you where getting with "Bill".  He gave it to you straight and that is all you can ask of a guy. Most, if not all, of the band at one time, LIVED in his apartment-that went for the girlfriends as well!  It was at times a little crowded.   He never would say a word and would do anything for the band.  He provided everything we needed to be a band - practice spot, everything!  If you needed a ride back and forth to practice, he was there to give it to you.  If you needed a little cash to get by, he did that too.   He was one of the best pure drummers I have ever worked with and was a good song writer to boot.  What more can I say, I personally will miss him.  That may seem strange to say about a person I have not seen in "20" years but it is the truth.  He was just that way.  Someone you will always remember. Hearing about his untimely death brought back "MEMORIES" of him that are racing through my mind and all I can do is "SMILE"...........All of our thoughts now are with his family!!
