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Whenever you see an Auburn sign on the back of a CD, you can be sure you’re gonna get quality and old school metal as well. I haven’t heard anything about Wretch prior to this release, but as info sheet says this is an old 80’s band that regrouped to record some of the old songs they had in their arsenal. From what is presented on “Reborn”, it would have been a damn shame if these songs remained unrecorded properly and presented to the world that’s craving for some good metal. Good metal this is indeed! Wretch is strong in whichever element you may pick: be it the fast power metal incinerators, mid paced Accept styled songs, or even some slower balladic moments. Wretch has it all and they kill out of all guns. My favorite tune here is by all means the opening track, ‘Mental Wars’, that hasn’t been picked for this position by chance. Hand in hand with this one go ‘I Am Storm’ (a great metal anthem), ‘Life’ and the title track. While the remainder isn’t bad at all, this is still the top notch material that really makes this album stand out. When you see these guys dressed in leather with studs, you can only crave to see their show. Colin Watson, the singer, is a particularly memorable sight, both because of his size and his downright metallic vocal. Although “Reborn” will hardly be called a classic, it’s still not an album that you will listen to only once and then discard it. (8.5/10)
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
